A.  Welcome and approval of 12/13/08 and 1/17/09 minutes.  Motion to approve minutes from 12/13 and 1/17 meetings.  Seconded and approved.
B.  Entry Update – Charlie Aydlette gave the BOD an update.  Really nothing to report except that many things are going to happen next week.  We can buy the lights and have bought the pump, but need installation and some pipe.  
C.  Treasurer’s Report – William  Wiggins – Bill has collected some new dues from members.  $360 for 2009 and $80 for 2010 dues paid.  There are still about 18 homes still on the list that have not been contacted about the lawsuit donations and funds.  Dominion Printing bill has been paid, and some other deposits have been made to the accounts. Chris can let us know what we need to do.  It needs to be done by May 15th.  The Civic League is a tax exempt entity.  The question came up about paying taxes for purchases for the Civic League.  A discussion of this ensued, and it was decided that someone needs to ask Chris about how to handle this.  Bill gave the BOD members the Civic League employer ID number.
